1930-2023

AN (Ar) W. Czaxbemsa, 93, who

Carbide (UC), Clarkson University, and
the National Renewable Energy
Laboratory (NREL), died in San Antonio,
TX on June s, 2023
Bom May 27, 1930 in La Porte,
IN, Al camed 2 BS in Metallurgical
Engineering in 1951 and a PAD in
Physical Chemistry in 1957, both at
Purdue University. During his 53-year
career, he was a physical metallurgist
in the Air Force from 1951 to 1953;
research scientist with UC at Parma, OH
‘and South Charleston, WV from 1057 to 1965 Professor of Physics
at Clarkson from 1965 to 1978; and one of the inaugural tesearch
fellows at the Solar Energy Research Institute, Golden CO, which
(1 became NREL in 1991, from 1978 to 1999. He servediffadjunct
professor positions at the universities of Denver, Colorado School of
Mines, and Colorado at various times between 1980-2000. He etired.
in 1999, serving as a consultant fo NREL until 2004,
Al was a lifefime member of the ECS, which he joined in 1991
He received the Fourth Research Award of the Energy Technology
Division of the ECS in May 1099 for his research contributions in
renewable energy fesearch and development. Tn 2000, he received

from the ACS the Arthur Adamson Award for Distinguished
Service in the Advancement of Surface Chemistry. The Chemistry
Department of Purdue named him a distinguished alumnus in 2004;
the AV International elevated him an Honorary Member in 2006, the
320d at that time of the 6,500-member organization. Al contributed
258 publications to the scientific literature, including 57 review
chapters and 21 edited books. As an intermationally recognized
surface scientist, he gave more than 425 technical talks, including
225 invited lectures and 25 talks during ACS Speaker Tours.

He was a passionate member of eleven congregations of the
Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod and served as a congregational
officer and as a member of the Synod Board for Higher Education
for 13 years. Al demanded perfection of himself and pursued all
activities with a passion, including writing his family history.
